AN ORDINANCEMAKING APPROPRIATIONS FOR CORPORATE PURPOSES FOR THE

IN THE VILLAGE OF RINGWOOD

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF RINGWOOD,
ILLINQIS, as follows:

Section 2. By a vote of 2/3 of the President and Board of Trustees, this Appropriation Ordinance may be
revised by deleting, additing to, changing or creating new objects or purposes for which appropriations have
been or may be made. No revision of this Appropriation Ordinance shall be made adding to the total amount
appropriated unless additional funds have been made available during the fiscal year in the amount the total
appropriations are so increased.

Section 3. This Appropriation Ordinance is adpoted pursuant to procedures set forth in the lllinois
Municipal Code, provided any limitations in the Illinois Municipal Code in conflict with this Ordinance shall not
he applicable to this Ordinance, pursuat to Section 6 of Article VII of the Constitution of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall be published in pamphlet form by and under the authority of the corporate
authorities of the Village of Ringwood.

Section 5. This Ordinance shall take effect from and after its passage and approval and publication in
pamphlet form, according to law.
